Stonehill Entrance Hours
In addition to the Stonehill entrance closing at 8 pm Monday-Thursday, the Stonehill 
entrance will also be closed on Shabbat (beginning Friday evenings at 5 pm and all day 
Saturday), Sunday evenings at 5 pm and on all Jewish Holidays. The Stonehill entrance will 
be closed on the first and second days of Passover, March 30 & 31, and on the seventh and 
eighth days, April 5 & 6. When the Stonehill entrance is closed please use the Main Entrance.

On those days and times our building will be open for Fitness, Wellness and 
Recreation activities only. Please stop by the Membership Desk in advance to purchase a Guest 
Pass or Towel Card or to conduct financial or business transactions.

• �Individuals without a valid Membership Card or Guest Pass will not be admitted into The 
Mandel JCC on Friday evenings, Saturdays or on Jewish Holidays.

• �Beginning June 1, 2010 all programs serving children including, Early Childhood, After-School 
and Camps, will close on Fridays, at 6 pm.
